



Following the launch of a new vision for the parish, Called to Care Called to Share a number of initiatives are being considered and implemented.

One of the things that about 40 people said they would be interested in was a course to look at and explain our Christian faith.
To facilitate this, after some discussion and prayer, we are planning to alter the format of Sunday Evening services during February and March. Normally we have a service from 6:30 – 7:30pm approx and refreshments after the service.

From 12th Feb. 2012 to Easter (at the beginning of April) we plan to have evening prayer – a traditional format starting at 5:00pm and lasting between 50 minutes and an hour.

 In the hall we will begin to gather for light refreshments from 6pm. At 6:30pm we will start our session for the new Christianity Explored course. (The plan is to be seated at tables, a comfortable but not overly formal atmosphere is the plan.) We would intend to finish the session around 7:30pm. People will be free to stay on to chat and pray as they wish.

It is our intention to have a number of visiting speakers as well as some folks from the parish contributing to the talks and testimonies during each session.

A well known face, Rev. David McClay, has kindly agreed to set the ball rolling on Sunday 12th Feb. 2012. Later in the course Bishop Harold Miller  and Uel Marrs (PCI) are among those who will be joining us. 
The name “Sunday Evening Plus” will be used to distinguish this series of evenings from are normal Sunday evening worship pattern.

Christianity Explored gives people time and space to think about the big questions of life and to explore the life of the person at the heart of the Christian faith, Jesus Christ.
